MISSION OF THE CHRISTIAN FILM FESTIVAL & STATEMENT OF PURPOSE

1. The purpose of Christian Film Festivals of America, Inc. is to reach “the lost” with the “Good News” of Jesus Christ through the presentation of Christian movies.  We have made it comfortable for the unsaved to hear the Gospel of Jesus Christ.  First, the Gospel of Jesus Christ is presented to “the lost” in a setting they are very comfortable in, a movie theater.  Second, the Gospel is presented in a format that “the lost” are very comfortable with, motion pictures.  Finally, the Gospel of Jesus Christ is presented to “the lost” for a cost that everyone is extremely comfortable with,  “free of charge”, and no offering is taken in the theater.  The hope is that many will surrender  their lives to Jesus Christ and follow Him as Lord and Savior.  Those individuals who go forward at the theater and make committments to Jesús Christ will be referred to participating Evangelical/Bible believing churches for follow-up.

2. Acts 4:12 “Salvation is found in no one else, for there is no other name under heaven given to men by which we must be saved.”  Our belief is that Jesus is absolutely the only way to eternal life and that by no other means can man be saved. That all who trust in Jesus as Savior will spend eternity with Him in Heaven and all those who reject Him will reap the judgment of God in Hell, and be separated from Him forever.  This is shared during every closing message at the end of each film presentation. In addition, the message of repentance of sins to receive forgiveness is also shared during the closing message. 
3. By showing these films with free admission to every show, and in a secular setting, we can attract more unchurched people and people who would not go to a church to hear the Gospel of Christ.  In addition, throughout the week underprivileged families come, groups from the Salvation Army as well as other types of outreach organizations join us.  Schools send entire classes and youth groups from many churches attend.  

4. We strongly encourage pastors of Bible believing/evangelical churches to mobilize their congregations to participate in this evangelistic outreach by inviting their family members, friends, co-workers and others who do not know Jesus as Lord and Savior to attend the film festival.  In many cases, it is much easier for believers to invite their unsaved family and friends to a comfortable venue such as a movie theater to hear the message of Jesus.
5. We also acknowledge the fact that a great many Christians of all ages will attend the Christian Film Festival.  Therefore, our hope and our prayer is that they will grow in their Christian faith and will learn something that will assist them in their walk with Christ.  In addition, we pray that many Christians who are struggling or have fallen away will be moved to rededicate their lives to Christ.  We have found more Christians getting involved in evangelism and missions after coming to a Christian Film Festival.

6. Another aspect of the ministry is the distribution of literally thousands of pieces of free Christian Literature including Bible tracts, Christian magazines, New Testaments, etc.  Because of this, the message of Jesus is carried back into people’s homes and in some cases back into “non-believing” churches.

7. The Christian Film Festival brings together volunteers from various Evangelical/Bible believing churches to work in unity for the Kingdom of God.  It becomes a glorious week of ministry for all those involved.
8. Christian Film Festivals, in themselves, are a witness for Jesus Christ throughout the area and surrounding communities they are held in.  The publicity and promotion through newspapers, television, radio, placement and distribution of thousands of posters, flyers, free tickets, etc. lifts up and reveals Jesus, The Light Of The World, to tens of thousands of people.

9. We acknowledge that nothing can be accomplished for the Kingdom of God without prayer.  Continuous prayer is encouraged by all volunteers and churches who participate in the film festival.
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
